• General Relief 

• Food Stamps 

• Aid for Dependent Children 

• Foster Care 

• Medicaid 

• Social Security Income

	• Be enrolled in school (kindergarten through 6th grade) 

• Commit to attend a minimum of 80% of scheduled practices and games 

• Not be currently served by an existing scholarship or fee waiver program 




Priority may be given to eligible youth recommended by a Department of Family Services’ or Wylie Independent Schools’ social worker or a CPS program director. 

Applications may be submitted by individuals, families, schools or sports organizations. Parents, since many organizations prefer to submit the applications themselves, please check with your child’s sports organization before submitting the application. 

1. Complete the application on the other side of this page and sign it. If needed, make sure the person verifying your child’s eligibility signs it. Official documents signifying the child is receiving aid may be used in lieu of signature.

SPORTS SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM APPLICATION 
The following guidelines have been established to ensure fairness and accessibility by all Scholarship Program participants: 

1. The scholarship application must be filled out completely or it will be returned to applicant. If there are questions regarding the application please contact Wylie Football League staff for assistance at (972) 442-5021 5#. Monthly income verification may be requested and should be attached to the application when submitted. We ask that all scholarship requests be submitted at least (2) two weeks prior to League Evaluations. Late submittals will be reviewed in the order they are received and will be granted based on program availability. 

2. Scholarships are granted to applicants who would not otherwise be able to participate in Youth football programs and services due to financial hardship. The Wylie Football League awards scholarships based on household income and reserves the right to request that a portion of the regular fee is paid. The Scholarship Program’s goal is to help as many youth participate in activities as possible. Scholarships are granted by percentage based on annual income and number of persons living in the household. Scholarships are generally granted for up to 75% of the cost of the League. However, exceptions can be made to help families in financial crisis situations. All information submitted and shared with the Wylie Football League Directors are kept confidential. 

3. The Scholarship program is non-transferable. Additionally, if a child will miss a game or practice a monetary refund will not be issued. 

4. The Wylie Football League asks that at anytime if there is a change in your household income that you inform staff so that we may better serve you. This will also help us to identify whether we might be able to assist additional youth with scholarship money if you no longer find that you need the assistance. 

Scholarships are granted during the full season for Wylie Football League. There are no limits to the dollar amount granted annually per child/per family. However, the football league directors believe all children have the right to participate in youth sports; therefore, we reserve the right to allocate the funds in the most fair manner possible.
