Notes from last night: 

-  Coordinators introduced themselves.

-  Two new Clubs have joined this year, Littlestown and St. Joe's Dallastown.  St. Rose is not participating this year.

-  St. Pat's is now using a sign-up system to highlight any kids who play on more than one team so as to avoid breaking the rule which states no player may play on an 'A' team and a 'B' team at the same time.  This is in response to St. Pat's breaking the rule last year.

-  Clubs consist of five teams, (RINKS) Boys 3rd/4th Grade and Girls 3rd/4th Grade, (JR'S.) Boys 5th/6th Grade and Girls 5th/6th Grade, and (SR'S.) Boys 7th/8th Grade.

-  Order of games will be Jr. Boys, Rink Boys, Rink Girls, Jr. Girls, and Sr. Boys

-  Scheduling will be completed after all Club Info sheets (attached if needed) have been returned.  Please return via e-mail if not yet completed.  No need for electronic copy if you already handed me a paper copy last night.  Schedule to be geographically centered like last year.  18 dates available and if your Club doesn't want all 18 dates, please indicate such on your Info sheet or via e-mail correspondence.

-  End-of-season tourney hosts.  Previous year's hosts have first opportunity if desired.  Dallastown is continuing to host Jr. Boys (date?), Susquehannock is continuing to host Rink Boys (Feb. 21-22), St. Patrick is continuing to host Jr. Girls (Feb. 20-21-22),  Red Lion is continuing to host Sr. Boys (date?), and New Oxford CONSIDERING Rink Girls.  If New Oxford chooses not to host, then it is open for any Club to host.  Only three tourney's in one weekend so as not to overwhelm the scheduling of refs.

-  Allowed discussion of a PLAYING rule change even though this year is only for ADMINISTRATION rules discussion.  It was suggested to use a 20 minute running clock but seven Clubs voted NOT to bring it to a vote so the discussion concluded.

-  Only two more meetings this year.  Second meeting tentatively scheduled for Nov. 23 from 5:30 to 7 at St. Patrick Conference Room in York.  Agenda to discuss completed schedule and info on tournaments.  This precedes 'A' meeting at 7.  Third meeting tentatively scheduled to precede 'A' meeting in January.  Date unknown at this time.  Agenda to discuss progress of season and wrap up tournament info.

-  'B' League fees are the dividing of the yearly web site fee ($100) between all Clubs, and the referee coordination fee of $25 per Club payable to referee coordinator Jim McCaffery.  Please plan on paying these fees at our next meeting.  Will let all know exactly what the web site fee will be before next meeting.

-  Littlestown requested REC games for some of their other teams.  Please pass on any info to organize games on your own and I'll update the "TEAM POOL" area of the web site.
