Weight Classification

Jr. Freshmen

Ages 7-8 can’t weigh over 110 pounds
Freshmen Players

Ages 8-10 can’t weigh over 125 pounds.  

Junior Varsity Players

Ages 10-12 can’t weigh over 140 pounds.

Varsity Players

Ages 12-14 can’t weigh over 170 pounds.

Every player must weigh in before the start of each game.  If any player exceeds the maximum weight limit, he will be ineligible to play in that game.  If your child is over the weight limit, our coaching staff will work with every child in order for them to reach the desired weight limit.  We are also asking for the parents to help watch what your child is eating throughout the day.  
Team code of Ethics

Coach’s Ethics

The coach should always be aware of the influence he or she wields either good or bad.  Parents entrust their kids to the coaches in charge and the coaches must always be sure that the players and cheerleaders are conducting themselves in a respectable manner.  In teaching the game of football and cheerleading, the coaches must realize that there are certain rules designed to protect the player or cheerleaders and provide common standards for determining a winner and loser.  Any attempt to beat these rules, to take unfair advantage of an opponent, or to teach deliberate unsportsmanlike conduct has no place in the game of football, cheerleading, and the YPSILANTI JUNIOR BRAVES ORGANIZATION.  

Any coach guilty of such teaching should not be allowed to coach and will not be a part of our organization.  The coach will set the example for winning without boasting and losing without bitterness.  The success of a coach can be measured in terms of respect he or she has earned from his or her players and cheerleaders.

Finally, the diagnosis and treatment of injuries is a medical problem and only medical personnel will make medical decisions.  A coach’s responsibility is to seek medical attention for any injured player or cheerleader immediately.

Playing Time

Each football player must play a minimum of 5 plays per half.  He can play more than that but your child will not play less then the required 5 minimum plays.  We also encourage EVERY PARENT to attend the practices if you feel your child isn’t getting enough playing time so you can see how he practices during the week.  

18 Point Rule:

At any time a team leads a game by 18 points or more, the eight best players on that team must come out of the game until the opposing team scores to lower the lead below 18 points.  Although each coach fills out the 18-point card, the opposing coach can request that a different player come off the field instead of the player on the card.  The eight players will not be allowed to sit on the beach.  They will sit in a designated area per the Unit Director.  Parents or fans cannot have contact with these players while they are sitting out of the game.

Game Day

Our home games will start with Jr. Freshmen playing at 10am.  Freshmen play at 12:00pm on the assigned day.  JV will start around 2:00pm and Varsity will start around 4:00pm.  Each Head Coach will inform the players and Cheerleaders of what time they should be at the field for weigh-in and pre-game warm up.  All officials should be treated in a courteous manner.  If problems arise during a game with an official, the team Unit Director will address the problem with the official.  Before and after a game, rival coaches should meet and exchange a friendly greeting.  Coaches are accountable for the conduct of his or her players and cheerleaders on and off the playing field.  Discipline is a part of this game and should be taught by the coaching staff.

New Policies for 2009

Addendums to 2009 registration policy:

 
In past seasons we have struggled greatly within the area of Parental/Volunteer support. For years our teams and cheer squads have made us proud on the field and sidelines and this is due in large part to the dedication of our voluntary coaching staffs; some of which don’t even have children in the program. However, the time has long passed where the rest of us have to do our part. Our program cannot remain viable with just a few people doing all of the work. With that in mind, the following two policies are instituted. Each one is intended to be implemented per family, not for each participant within a family (e.g. family consists of parents/guardian and children, not extended family members).

Parental Volunteer Deposit $25.00*: Upon registration of any youth participant into the Ypsilanti Huron Braves Football/Cheerleading program (YHB), each family will be assessed a $25.00 volunteer deposit fee. The parent/guardian will register and commit to a minimum of two assignments from the volunteer list (most of which occur during the four home regular season games). In the event of any later scheduling conflict it is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to find a replacement for their assigned slot. It is also their responsibility to notify the Parent/Volunteer Coordinator of any changes. The deposit will be refunded after the completion of the 2009 football season; but only after all issued uniforms and equipment are returned to the YHB, as well as completion of the minimum (2) voluntary assignments. If the minimum voluntary assignments are not completed, the $25.00 deposit will be forfeited to the YHB.

Fund Raising Exchange $50.00*: Upon registration of any youth participant into the Ypsilanti Huron Braves Football/Cheerleading program (YHB), each family will be assessed fifty-dollars ($50.00) for the purpose of 2009 fundraising activities. In exchange, each family will be issued a $50.00 fundraising packet of which they may sell the contents, keep for their own use or distribute to others as they see fit. 

Parent Conduct
***Very Important*** Please Note*****

Parent conduct at all practices and games will be closely monitored by both WSJFL and YCJAA officials. Any kind of misconduct at either practice or games (Home or Away) will NOT BE TOLERATED.  Any YPSILANTI HURON BRAVES PARENT OR FAN that verbally abuses, threatens, or attempts to fight another parent, board member, coach, official or anyone from an opposing team will be barred from the program along with their child. There will be no exceptions and no negotiations.
Parents or fans are not allowed on the field or track at any game unless they are part of the volunteer staff that day. Parents, you are the organzation’s greatest asset and you are vital to the continued success of our program. We need all of you, so please help out where you can.
We are looking forward to having a great year, and working with all of our many volunteers.  Please don’t hesitate to get involved with our program because we could use all the help that we can get.  Thank you for your continued support and participation.
