Players

their use at all soccer games.

I will do the best | can each day, remembering that all players have talents and weaknesses the same as | do.

I will treat my coaches, other players and coaches, game officials, other administrators, and fans with respect at all
times; regardless of race, sex, creed, or abilities, and | will expect to be treated accordingly.

I will concentrate on playing soccer, always giving my best effort.

I will play by the rules at all times.

I will at all times control my temper, resisting the temptation to retaliate.
