In addition to the above fee schedule, a $1.00 per game premium will be paid to either a center ref or linesman with two or more years experience (recreational league games only).  The objective is to retain referees with experience. I believe this will be an incentive, especially to the younger refs, to stay in the program. 


In an effort to improve reliability, the following system of discipline will be implemented by the referee association.  Any referee who fails to show for a game will be fined the amount he or she would have been paid for that game.  The fine will be deducted from pending or future earnings as a referee.


John Weiler & Randy Helvey will teach the class for new referees. The dates are July 28 & 30, August 4 & 6.  The make up test will be August 13.  The location will be the Board Room of the Yuba City Joint Unified School District, 750 Palora Ave., Yuba City.  6:00 PM until 10:00 PM each evening.  
This year I intend to handle the uniforms differently.  In the past we have purchased all the uniforms directly from Official Sports and then collecting $25 (approximately one half the total) from each individual. This year I have made an arrangement with Primo at Soccer City on Plumas St.  All the new referees will be directed to purchase their uniform directly from him.  After they have fulfilled their obligation of officiating seven games, we will give them a rebate of $25.00.  This will still provide an incentive but the league and the association will not be paying out to people who do not perform.
